BACKGROUND:

In the October 13, 2021 board meeting, the Executive Director brought to
the Board’s attention the need for a budget amendment to account for
lower-than-anticipated usage of multi-year contracts by both GSP
consultants, and payment of several consultant invoices not occurring by the
required fiscal year closing period.

To correct the budget and reallocate current budget amounts, an
Appropriation Adjustment Request (AAR) is required. The attached resolution
and AAR adjust the fiscal year 2021/2022 budget by transferring $273,441
from reserves. The budget amount increases from $1,306,767 to
$1,670,208 with no change to member contributions.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt the resolution authorizing the Executive Director to approve
Appropriation Adjustment 2022-5002 transferring funds from the
Authority’s reserve account to the current fiscal year’s operating
account and revising budget cost allocations.

BACKGROUND:

Larry Walker Associates (LWA) and Woodard & Curran (W&C) were instrumental in
completing the Groundwater Sustainability Plan (GSP) over the last two years. As
we move rapidly into SGMA implementation, maintaining compliance with SGMA will
be best served by continuing the involvement of LWA and W&C in 1) preparing the
annual report due April 1, each year, 2) updating the CoOSANA model, 3) updating
and maintaining the data management system, 4) maintaining the South American
Subbasin website, and 5) developing the Vulnerable Well Program.

SCGA'’s Policies and Procedures Section 300.2 provides authority for the Board to
waive the competitive proposal process in selecting a consultant for providing
architectural and engineering services based on satisfactory performance in the
previous stage of a project. Staff requests that the Board approve this waiver based
on LWA and W&C being highly-recognized authorities in their areas of work, their
performance on the GSP development, and their acquired extensive background
and working knowledge of the GSP necessary and essential to assist with SGMA
implementation.

Similarly, HDR supported the GSP and the Rate Setting process, and may be
needed for ongoing support of fee calculation and collection. SCGA will also seek
continued support from Stantec through the DWR Facilitation Support Services
program. Additional detail on the scope will be provided to the consultants in task
orders for specific activities. Staff proposes to extend the contracts until June 30,
2023, and augment the budgets as detailed below.

LWA and W&C have coordinated in the development of respective tasks to support annual
report production and other GSP implementation tasks. LWA tasks required for the SASbh GSP
effort include:

1. Annual report: oversight and assembly

o Project management and coordination of all components of the annual report,
including formatting, responding to comments, and producing the final
document. ,
